2015/16 season  Spring has dawned, the clocks have gone forward and Swavesey
Spartans are now well past the halfway point in the season with all of the teams playing
good football and winning their fair share of games. At the quarter final stages of the
cup competitions some of our teams are still dreaming of donning cup final suits whilst
others are concentrating on the league (to use a football cliché). More importantly the
club continues to develop footballers in both the girls and boys games and contributes
to the journey from infants school children to adulthood. The club has also recently
passed its annual Charter Standard Healthcheck which means all of our coaches have
passed all of the necessary courses to be qualified to teach and work with children.

It's great to see so many children wanting to play football or get
involved with Swavesey Spartans so with the pitch situation addressed it will allow the
club to continue it's growth and also to be able to support the facilities in Swavesey.

Allotment sort of things from the past

The Swavesey Chronicle is an 83-page document published by Swavesey & District
History Society in 1982. It contains a massive number of very interesting short extracts of
news and reports from the Cambridge Chronicle relating to Swavesey in the years from
1776 to 1899. Thus on falling open at the centre pages, on the left for 16 October 1858 it
says “Railway Station Fire. Early last Tuesday, the coal shed and a large quantity of coal
destroyed by fire. Incendiarism suspected”.

The following report is on page 27 for 4 September 1852: “The Horticultural show. This,
the first Show of the newly formed Swavesey Horticultural Society, was held on the 28th
of August in the National School. Everyone appeared highly interested and it was visited
by some highly respectable persons”. A list of prize winners is given, each receiving hard
cash. John Wilderspin was paid 2 shillings for the best pound of potatoes and Mr E
Mansfield got 1 shilling and sixpence for the second-best dish of assorted fruit.

The report continues “An extra prize was awarded to Miss Gifford of Over for the best
device in flowers. It was a miniature flower garden, with box edgings and sand paths,
containing in the centre a basin and fountain, and one end of a summer house elevated upon
rockwork, interspersed with shells”.

Back to the present day, entry forms for the Swavesey Festival Craft and Produce Show,
listing the entry classes for 2016, are available from village shops, Fiona Ross (200101),
Sally Unwin, (230200), Simon Shore (230848) and Selwyn Richardson (07731 585450).

Just in passing, the entry following Miss Gifford’s triumph is for 20 November 1852 and
reads: “The Duke’s Funeral. On Thursday last, being the day of interment of the Duke of
Wellington the ringers in the village rung a dumb peal as a tribute to the memory of the
loyal and illustrious man whose military achievements and wise counsels have been the
means under Divine Providence of raising England to the exalted station which she now
fills among the other nations of the earth”.

On page 67 for 9 December 1887 there is a complex paragraph containing many names
which runs as follows: “Allotments. Application by the labourers of this parish to St Ives
Sanitary Committee for allotments according to the provisions of the Allotments Act. The
Rev C F Shaw and Mr T W Carter were appointed as the deputies, and they called a meeting
in the National School, which was well attended. The Rev Lushintgton was voted into the
Chair and the Rev W Shaw explained the provisions of the Act. After a short discussion in
which Mr W Cole Sen., Dr Ellis and Mr W A Richman took part, it was agreed to apportion
Galon’s charity land in Hale Road and a field of Mr Fowler’s adjoining. The Feoffee & Mr
Fowler agreeing, and the labourers being content to wait until proper notice to be given to
the present tenants”.

In an earlier Allotments article (Meridian, June/July 2015, pp 11-13) Clifford, at top left
beyond the laurel hedge, reported that many of these allotment plots set up in the 19th
century had become vacant by 1980. Then on Saturday 6 October 2012 today’s block of 60
much smaller but well-manicured, very productive and very impressive plots were set up.

Fen Drayton Lakes News

The winter of 2015/2016 has been extremely mild and many plants,
particularly daffodils, have flowered very early this year. Therefore it is not
hard to turn my attention to the months of April and May when spring will be
upon us at Fen Drayton Lakes. Longer days and warmer temperatures will see
breeding birds hurriedly building nests, incubating eggs and feeding new born
chicks. Look out for Lapwing with their distinctive ‘peewit’ call, whilst it is
also worth keeping an eye out for Hobbies which begin to arrive in May and
are a joy to watch as they pluck dragonflies from just above the surface of the
lakes and then devour them whilst in flight. As you stroll in the fresh air look
out for long tailed tits and see if you can spot one of their fabulous nests which
are constructed from moss, hair, cobwebs and lichen. Moreover, if you spot
one of these nests you may also see more than two adults attending to it. This
is due to the fact that if a Long Tailed Tit nest fails then this pair will often join
another pair and become helpers at this nest. Long term studies have been able
to show that these helpers are more
often than not related to the pair
which they help.

This time of year is also when the
first dragonflies and damselflies will
begin to emerge. Beautiful Banded
Demoiselles rest on vegetation by
slow flowing rivers and lakes, whilst
male Hairy Dragonflies can be seen
fighting over territories. This adds an
element of excitement and wonder to
a relaxing visit to many wildlife

All in all, April and May are a fantastic time to be out and about enjoying all
the delights that spring brings to a nature reserve such as Fen Drayton Lakes.

VOLUNTEER DRIVERS NEEDED
OWLS Community Car Scheme provides a valuable and much needed service to those
people living in Over, Willingham, Longstanton and Swavesey who need to attend
medical appointments or make some social journeys, but are unable to access other
means of transport.

Unfortunately we have recently lost the services of a few of our drivers for personal
reasons. With at least 9 regular weekly journeys to fulfil and over 90 journeys being
undertaken every month we now need to recruit additional volunteer drivers..

Drivers use their own cars and receive 45p a mile (30p from client +15p from C.C.C).
Additional insurance cover is provided by Cambridgeshire County Council. VVolunteers
also have to undergo a DBS (formerly CRB) check.

Drivers offer particular times/days when they are available — in practice about 4 journeys
amonth is very helpful. So can you help maintain this very important Community service?

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Sir Norman Moore
Norman Moore, who has died aged 92, was the modest leader of the scientific team
which discovered the toxic effects of organochlorine pesticides on birds of prey, and
was responsible for their eventual withdrawal from use; it was one of the most
important conservation achievements of the past 50 years.

He lived in Swavesey and as a retirement
present he chose to have a dragonfly pond
excavated in his garden He then monitored it
systematically to record the species that
became established.

An acknowledged authority on dragonflies, he &
was a visionary chief advisory officer of the
Nature Conservancy Council in the 1970s and
1980s when the intensification of agriculture
was taking a heavy toll on heaths, woods and
meadows.

But it was his appointment in 1960, as head of |~
the toxic chemicals and wildlife division of the
Nature Conservancy, based at the Monks
Wood Experimental Station near Huntingdon, -
that led to important conservation discoveries. Fa
At Monks Wood, from 1960 to 1974, he
studied the effects of the disappearance of
hedges as well as pesticides and continued his : ,
dragonfly research, digging 20 ponds in a  Sir Norman beside his dragonfly pond in 2002
nearby reserve, Woodwalton Fen.

Passports

January 15th, the sun was shining and the sky was blue as much of Swavesey ground
to a halt to say farewell to and celebrate the life of Pat, who had been the Landlady of
the White Horse Inn for almost 15 years. Local residents were joined by many others
from across Cambridgeshire and indeed from many other parts of the country, even
Wisbechistan was represented.

Pat originated from Wolverhampton where
she lived & worked at the Ever-Ready
factory until she met Swavesey boy Will at
her old school friend's house warming
party in spring 1984. It wasn't long before
she was regularly visiting Will, who was to
become her soul mate and life partner, in
London for week-ends and on her Mother's
passing moved down permanently to their
small flat just off the Caledonian Rd. Pat
soon found a job at Scholl's foot product
plant in Clerkenwell Rd. on the edge of the
City and immediately adjusted to the
London Transport system, discovered the
West End shopping centre of Oxford,
Regent & Bond street which would never
be the same again as there was always "a
bargain to be found".

She started visiting Swavesey for week-
ends and holiday periods in the second half
of the '80's, subject to their combined working schedules and was for the first time able
to experience life in a rural village, the quietness of which initially came as bit of a
shock having been a city dweller up to then. As ever Pat was quick to adapt and soon
made friends with yet another group of people as their increasingly regular week-end
visits nearly always managed to include a visit to the local hostelry for an evening's
relaxation & entertainment with the odd glass of wine included.

Early in 1999 Pat & Will took the opportunity to buy the lease on the White Horse with
the original intention of being "sleeping partners" insofar as the day to day running of
the pub was concerned but circumstances forced a change in their long term plans and
they had no choice but to take the reins much sooner than originally planned. Though,
as she would admit, she wasn't particularly academically minded, Pat took what was
then the BII, Whitbread and magistrates business course for Public House licencees
and passed with flying colours and so they took over the running of the pub.

With her out-going & fun loving personality coupled with her ability to deal with
people and manage situations, whilst at the same time not being afraid of hard work,
she rapidly took to her new position and it wasn't long before she became "Momma"
Pat to many of the younger members of staff, many of whom were experiencing their
first part-time jobs. The next decade flew by with Pat & the pub being instrumental in
re-inaugurating the Swavesey Barrel Rolling, the birth of Mayfest, Beer Festivals,
firework parties on the Market Street Green, the Legendary White Horse Pop Quiz,
kiddies Xmas & Halloween parties and music nights to name a few.

Her world turned upside down in the early hours of Dec. 3rd 2011 when she tripped
on the staircase which resulted in a fractured right leg along with 3 broken ribs. What
followed can best be described as being little short of relentless physical & mental
torture as she underwent some 12 operations including corrective surgery and spent
more than 24 weeks in hospital in the following 18 months before having to endure
an above knee amputation as a result of an incurable bone disease contracted during
the original surgery. Pat typically bore this misfortune with remarkable fortitude but
unfortunately began to suffer further health complications largely as a result of being
confined to her wheel-chair and sadly passed away in the early hours of December
20th following 10 days in the John Farman Intensive Care unit in Addenbrookes.

She will be remembered by so many, God bless her & may she rest in peace at last.
